Tests days for all content areas may vary depending on the progress of the students for that
particular unit or skill. However, you and your child will be notified in time to study and prepare.
Test dates will be written on the board and posted on ClassDojo.

Signed Papers

Signed papers will go home regularly. An announcement will be posted on my ClassDojo. Please
communicate with your child to ensure you receive his/her papers. On the front of the stapled
papers, there will be a cover sheet reporting “glows” or areas of strength and “grows" or areas
of improvement. Any grades lower than 60% should be signed individually and returned to
school. Regardless of the grades, all cover sheets should be returned.

Behavioral Expectations: Code of Conduct

e 3d consequence — 15 minutes of independent recess

e 4 consequence — office referral

be contacted.
