Tardy Policy: Tardy students should report to class and sign in using the standard SBHS log.  A tardy is
defined as not being in class when the bell rings.  Please see the school’s discipline matrix to view
discipline consequences for tardies.

Entering and Exiting Class: Class starts as soon as students enter the door. Students should go
immediately to their assigned areas after retrieving their instruments. Backpacks are to be stowed under
the chair. Students need permission to leave the classroom during the instruction period and must have a
PASS from a teacher. Students will not be dismissed during the first fifteen minutes or last ten minutes of
class.  Unless the request is an emergency, do not expect the teacher to stop what they are doing in order
to write you a pass. Save all requests to transition times when direct instruction is not being given. When
exiting class, each student is to check and be sure their area is clean of trash. Students are to remain in
their seats until the INSTRUCTOR dismisses them. Students must sign-out and in using the In and Out
Book at the main entry door of the classroom.

Portable Electronics: Portable Electronics including iPods, video game systems, CELL PHONES, or
anything of the like is prohibited in the classroom. Use of these items will not be tolerated and the item will
be confiscated and held until the end of class. If use of these contraband items becomes a continuous
problem, the item will be confiscated and held until a parent/guardian picks it up.

Notice on Leaving Instruments in the Band Room: While every effort will be made to ensure the safety
of a student instrument while on the Silver Bluff campus, it is understood by the student and parents that
any instrument, possession, or valuable left at the school for any length of time (even for a short time
between class periods) is left “at your own risk.”
