D. Refrain from knowingly possessing, handling, or transmitng any object that can
reasonably be considered a weapon.

Aggravated Assault is an unlawful atack by one person upon another wherein the ofender uses a
weapon or displays it in a threatening manner or the victm sufers obvious severe or aggravated
bodily injury involving apparent broken bones, loss of teeth, possible internal injury, severe
laceraton, or loss of consciousness. This category includes atempted murder. A weapon can be a
commonly known weapon, such as a gun or knife, or any other item, which, although not usually
thought of as a weapon, becomes one when used in a manner that could cause severe bodily injury
(e.g., baseball bat, metal chain, large stck). A “severe laceraton” is one that should receive medical
atenton. A “loss of consciousness” must be the direct result of force inficted on the victm by the
ofender.

Homicide is the killing of one human being by another. Does not include vehicular manslaughter
or atempted murder as a homicide. Non-negligent manslaughter is defned as the willful (non-
negligent) killing of one human being by another.

Justfable homicide - The killing of a perpetrator of a serious criminal ofense by a peace ofcer in
the line of duty or the killing, during the commission of a serious criminal ofense, of the perpetrator
by a private individual.

inFict bodily injury or death. This category also includes carrying in a concealed manner a
dirk, slingshot, metal knuckles, razor, or other deadly weapon usually used for the inficton
of personal injury.

ATTENDANCE

Students are required to bring writen documentaton for absences within 5 days from the day
they return from an absence. Absences may be submited via email to the school atendance
clerk - this method is subject to verifcaton.

The principal shall approve or disapprove absences in excess of 10 (5 for semester classes). A
medical note or other documentaton will be required afer a student accumulates 10 absences
(5 for the semester) in order to assist the principal in making that decision.

Absences with no documentaton are automatcally considered unlawful.

Students who accumulate 3 consecutve unlawful absences or a total of 5 unlawful absences will
be considered truant. Parents/guardians and students (12 years and older) will be contacted to
develop awriten Atendance Interventon Plan. Failure to partcipate and/or adhere to the plan
will result in a referral to the District Atendance O¥ce and/or Family Court.

Criminal Conduct is defned as those actvites that result in violence to oneself, another person, or
destructon of property. These actons pose a direct and serious threat to the safety of oneself or
others on a school vehicle. Criminal conduct usually requires administratve actons, which could
result in the immediate removal of the student from school, the interventon of law enforcement
authorites, and/or acton by the Board of Trustees. Level Ill violatons may lead to a student’s
immediate removal from the bus at the school or bus transportaton o¥ce. Acts of criminal conduct
may include, but are not limited to the following violatons.

Legal Authority for Discipline in South Carolina:

The Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976, Secton 59-19-90, outlines the general powers and dutes of school trustees and states that
the Board of Trustees shall also . . .. (3) Promulgate rules prescribing scholastc standards of achievement and standards of conduct and
behavior that must be met by all pupils as a conditon to the right of such pupils to atend the public schools of such district. See, also,
Opinions of the Atorney General, Number 2051, page 134, 1965-66 as to authority of school superintendents to regulate discipline.

Title 59, Chapter 63, Artcle 3, Discipline (Secton 59-63-210, et seq., Code of Laws for South Carolina, 1976). Note: Under authority of
state law, certain violatons set forth in the Code of Student Conduct may lead to expulsion for the remainder of the school year or even
to permanent expulsion.

WZIDZEG To establish the basic structure for promotng the health and welfare of the district’s students
by maintaining a safe, positve learning environment for students and teaching environment for staf that
is free from harassment, intmidaton or bullying.

The board prohibits acts of harassment, intmidaton or bullying of a student by another student
or students, staf or third partes that interfere with or disrupt a student’s ability to learn and
the school’s responsibility to educate its students in a safe and orderly environment whether in a
classroom, on school premises, on a school bus or other school-related vehicle, at an ofcial school
bus stop, at a school- sponsored actvity or event, whether or not it is held on school premises, or at
another program or functon where the school is responsible for the student.

For purposes of this policy, harassment, intmidaton or bullying is defned as a gesture, electronic
communicaton or awriten, verbal, physical or sexual act reasonably perceived to have the efect of
either of the following:

e harming a student physically or emotonally or damaging a student’s property, or placing a
student in reasonable fear of personal harm or property damage

< insultng or demeaning a student or group of students in such a manner as to cause substantal
disrupton in, or substantal interference with, the orderly operaton of the school

Anystudentwhofeelshe/she hasbeensubjected toharassment,intmidatonorbullyingisencouraged
to fle a complaint with the principal or his/her designee in accordance with procedures established
by the superintendent. Complaints will be investgated promptly, thoroughly and confdentally. All
school employees are required to report alleged violatons of this policy to the principal or his/
her designee. Reports by students or employees may be made anonymously, but formal disciplinary
