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After-school Program ($15,952.43)

 District provided $10,000 through ESSER funds (federal money from the CARES Act) and 

$5,952.43 through TSI funds (federal money for Targeted Support & Improvement)

WHO – 1st – 5th grade students who fall between the 35th and 75th percentile on the Winter NWEA MAP 

assessments and/or the Winter FastBridge assessments.

WHEN/WHERE - January – April 27 @ WES

HOW – 1 hour/day, twice a week for 16 weeks

WHAT - “Rise & Rise Up” Reading Intervention, NWEA DesCartes: A Continuum of Learning, and 

FastBridge Screenings to Intervention plans

 Monitor progress using running records, FastBridge’s Progress Monitoring and math checkpoints 

based on skills taught.



Mustang Mentors

 Partnership with Teacher Cadets at Midland Valley High School (11 students) to come once 

a week for reading buddies and once a month for lunch with Guys with Ties and Girls with 

Pearls. 

WHO – 3rd – 5th grade students currently not being served in an intervention program

WHEN/WHERE - January – May 2021

HOW – 1 hour/day, once a week for 16 weeks

WHAT – Fountas & Pinnell Guided Reading and/or Jan Richardson’s Literacy Footprints
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
