Our essential questions to guide our 
learning this week are:

Our Current Unit of Inquiry is…  
As inquirers, we will explore various units 
of inquiry (lasting about 6 weeks each) 
throughout our year. Our current unit is 
titled “A Colorful Time with Rhythm and 
Rhyme.” We will be exploring rhyme and 
reading as we learn about our colors using 
great stories, rhymes, and songs!  
 
Language Arts 
This week in language arts we are reading 
some books from the Pinkalicious series as 
well as many other color themed books. 
We are learning to think and talk about our 
books!  We will continue to explore color, 
rhyme, and feelings through activities like 
dramatization, photography, art, making 
class books and colorful snacks!  
 
Math  
In math, we are learning to identify our 5 
flat shapes: triangle, square, circle, 
rectangle, and hexagon. Ask your child what 
year we are in because we are learning all 
about our calendar, too! 
 
 

Science and Technology 
In science, we are reviewing our 5 senses. 
We are still having some colorful treats and 
we will classify objects using our 5 senses, 
as well! Last week, we sampled blueberry 
muffins (blue), mandarin oranges (orange), 
grapes (green) and pineapple (yellow)!
