Timeline

Week of September 7-10: Presentation of laptop 
expectations. Parents and students (K-5th) to sign the 
expectations and consequence form prior to students 
taking laptops home.

7ʹ10 Sep.

Week of September 13-17: 3rd-5th grade students will 
take laptops and chargers home and return both to 
school charged, daily.

13ʹ17 Sep.

Week of September 20-24: All students will take 
laptops and chargers home and return both to school 
charged, daily.

20ʹ24 Sep.





Students Will:

• Take proper care of Laptop.

• Not loan Laptop or charger to others.

• Be accountable for their Laptop at all times

• Charge their Laptop battery daily.

• Not leave Laptop in an unlocked vehicle.

• Keep food and beverages away from Laptop.

• Not take apart any part of my Laptop or attempt repairs.

• Not remove district-required applications.

• Protect Laptop by carrying it properly and not removing the 
protective cover.

• Not stack objects on top of my Laptop.

Laptop Checks

• The laptop is property of Aiken County.

• Staff may check the laptop at any time to 
ensure:

• Only the assigned student is using the 
laptop (not siblings, family members, 
or friends).

• No settings on the laptop have been 
changed

• Students are only using the laptop for 
schoolwork



Laptop Insurance

Malfunctioning or damaged Laptops must be reported to the school. Aiken County 
Public School District is responsible for repairing Laptops that malfunction. Students 
may not attempt to repair the device on their own. Students are responsible for 
damage to their Laptop. 

A technology insurance fee of $35 will be assessed annually to cover any accidental 
damage. Students designated as Pupils in Poverty will be waived the fee. If a student’s 
technology fee is paid, one repair per year is covered. Students will be charged for any 
additional repairs. 

If a student is assessed a fee and does not pay the fee while the Laptop is damaged, the 
student is responsible for all repair costs or replacement. If a student who is waived 
the fee causes deliberate damage to the device, the student will be responsible for 
the cost of the replacement or repairs.

Full cost of replacement is $550.



Laptop Repairs

• Malfunctioning or damaged Laptops must be reported to the 
school. Aiken County Public School District is responsible for 
repairing Laptops that malfunction.

• Students may not attempt to repair the device on their own

• If the $35 Laptop Insurance payment is made, it will 
cover one repair per year.

• Failure to pay the assessed Technology fee will result in 
repair or replacement charges. Students will be charged the 
full replacement cost of the Laptop if the device is 
deliberately damaged or vandalized. Full cost of replacement 
is $550.



Lost, Stolen or Vandalism

In the event of loss: In the event a Laptop is lost by a student on or off campus, the student or parent/guardian must report the loss 
to the school within 48 hours. Laptops are equipped with tracking capabilities, which are utilized for loss prevention. A rep ort can be 
accessed for every location the device travels. 

In the event of theft or vandalism on campus: In the event a Laptop is stolen or vandalized on campus, the student or 
parent/guardian must report the theft or loss to the school within 48 hours. A school resource officer will assist with filin g a report in 
the appropriate manner and provide a copy of the police report to the school administration. · In the event of theft or vanda lism off 
campus: Students or parent/guardians must file a police report with local law enforcement within 48 hours when an incident of theft 
or vandalism occurs off campus and provide a copy of the completed police report to the school administration. 

In the event of theft or vandalism off campus out of town: If an incident of theft or vandalism occurs out of town or state, students 
or parent/guardians must file a police report with the law enforcement agency covering that town or state within 48 hours and
provide a copy of the completed police report to the school.
