Course Overview: 
Probability & Statistics provides students the opportunity to study up-to-date statistical 
topics and techniques that will prepare them for college-level work in statistics. Students 
will collect, display and interpret data, and use graphing calculators/computer software to 
solve problems and produce charts and graphs. This course includes the following topics: 
design of a statistical study; collection, organization, display, and interpretation of data; 
basic statistical methods of summarizing and analyzing data; basic concepts of 
probability; random variables (binomial, geometric and normal); sampling distributions; 
and introductory inference techniques (intervals and hypothesis tests). This course 
requires the use of a graphing calculator. 

 
Supplies: 

The student is required to have the following supplies, which must be brought to class 
each day: 
1. 3 ring binder (1 ½ inch or larger) 
2. Loose-leaf notebook paper 
3. Sharpened pencils 
4. Calculator: TI-30XS or a TI-84 Graphing Calculator (recommended) 
5. Textbook 
6. This syllabus signed and in the front of your binder. 

 
Classroom Rules:
