History (5 minutes)

Lesson Activity (15 minutes)

Present a selection of African proverbs on the

board or as handouts (choose 5-7 proverbs from

the list provided earlier).

- Divide the class into small groups or pairs.

- Instruct each group to discuss the meaning and

possible lessons behind the proverbs assigned

to them.

- After 5 minutes, have each group share their

interpretations with the whole class.
