California gold  Inflow of thousands of miners to Northern California after news reports of the discovery of gold at Sutter’s
rush Mill in January of 1848 had spread around the world by the end of that year. The onslaught of migrants
prompted Californians to organize a government and apply for statehood in 1849.

Clayton-Bulwer Signed by Great Britain and the United States, it provided that the two nations would jointly protect the

Treaty neutrality of Central America and that neither power would seek to fortify or exclusively control any future
isthmian waterway. Later revoked by the Hay-Pauncefote Treaty of 1901, which gave the United States
control of the Panama Canal.
